ATTENDANCE: Meeting called to order at 4:00 PM by Trustee Finnesand. Roll call taken - present were Trustees Josh Bartos, Iver Finnesand, and Kim Remily. Also, present were System Manager Justin Carlson(telephonically) and Clerk Mary Finnesand, 

AGENDA: Proposed agenda reviewed with motion to approve the agenda made by Finnesand; seconded by Bartos. Motion passed. 

PUBLIC COMMENT: None

September 12, 2025, MINUTES: The Board reviewed the September meeting minutes. Motion made to approve the minutes by Trustee Bartos; seconded by Remily. Motion passed.

FINANCIAL REPORTS SEPTEMBER 2025: Total funds available as of 09/30/2025: General Checking Account $233,564.41 and Reserve & Replacement $ 326,196.81. Current assets also include a $100,000 CD purchased at Dacotah Bank.  Outstanding accounts receivable as of 09/30/2025 totaled $24,690.89; however, as of the meeting it had dropped to $16,924.74.

Motion to accept the September 2025 financial reports made by Remily; seconded by Bartos. Motion passed.

MAINTENANCE REPORT: Manager Carlson reported that two personal lift station calls were made since the last meeting with no main lift station repairs.  

Manager Carlson updated the board on fall/winter preparations which include checking the air relief valves and adding straw to manholes susceptible to frost which will be completed in the coming week. He will also reported that the generator was drained of old fuel and refilled.  He will monitor during the next test cycle to determine if the engine is running better.  Carlson reviewed the third quarter pump run times with the Board noting that the main lift station run times have increased over the same period the prior year.  He explained that the additional customers may be the explanation and will continue to monitor the run times. 

OLD BUSINESS: Leif Redinger, Helms Engineering, provided an update via phone on the final stages for closing out the project.  H&W will have one more pay request to request payment for the remaining work that’s been completed.  Helms will include an amount for liquidated damages per the Board’s request.  The draft pay request will be shared with H&W next week and will work through final discussions to close out the project.  Helms will follow up with NECOG to determine final steps to active the loan repayments.  

Clerk Finnesand presented important dates for the upcoming trustee vacancy that will become open November 1st.  Finnesand shared that the one trustee petition has been received and will continue to monitor through 10/14 for additional petitions.  If no additional petitions are received, she will send an election cancel notice to the Reporter & Farmer.
