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TRUSTEE MEETING
October 10, 2024 @ 4:00 PM

ATTENDANCE:  Meeting was called to order at 4:00 PM by Trustee Finnesand.  Roll call taken - present were Trustees Josh Bartos, Iver Finnesand and Kim Remily.  Also present were System Manager Justin Carlson and Clerk Mary Finnesand. 

AGENDA:  Proposed agenda reviewed, and motion made to approve the agenda as written by Bartos; second by Finnesand.  Motion passed.

PUBLIC COMMENT: None

SEPTEMBER 13, 2024, MINUTES:  The Board reviewed the September meeting minutes.  Motion made to approve the minutes by Finnesand; seconded by Bartos.  Motion passed.

FINANCIAL REPORTS SEPTEMBER 2024: Total funds available as of 09/30/24:  General Checking Account $177,659.26 and Reserve & Replacement $267,930.36. Outstanding accounts receivable as of 9/30/24 totaled $19,319.02; however, as of the meeting date had dropped to just over $11,000.00.  Clerk Finnesand reported that late fees will be assessed on the 15th and statements issued. 

SEPTEMBER EXPENSES: Telephone: Venture Communications ($178.86), Straight Talk ($37.05); Pump & Control Maintenance: WinWater ($603.07), SD One Call ($10.50), Amazon ($360.54); Maintenance Vehicle: HR One Stop ($69.00); Bank Service Charge: Dacotah Bank ($10.00); Payroll Liabilities: IRS ($1,231.54), QuickBooks Payroll ($16.67,$3,374.07); Professional Fees: Wix ($152.92, 50.65); Telephone/Internet: Straight Talk ($37.05), Venture ($179.78); Electrical Usage: Ottertail ($96.37), LREA ($1,142.45); Water Usage: WEB Water ($50.34). 

Motion to accept the September 2024 financial reports made by Remily; seconded by Bartos.  Motion passed.

MAINTENANCE REPORT: Manager Carlson was pleased to report that no customer personal lift station repairs were completed since the last meeting.  Main lift station #4 was repaired since the last meeting.  He explained that the main lift station stills needs to have rewiring completed and will follow up with the electrician to get it completed.  Carlson reported that the project contractor agreed to hire a different electrician to finish up the work.  Manager Carlson updated the Board to let them know that SDARWS plans to complete the camera work in October; however, will follow up with them again to see if the timeline is still doable. 


OLD BUSINESS: Clerk Finnesand shared an update provided by the project engineer on the improvement project as the construction work has been completed; however, the general contractor has not been back to finish the final clean up needed in the leased neighborhoods.  The Board discussed concerns raised by a few cabin owners regarding the cleanup yet to be done in their neighborhood.  The Board requested that Clerk Finnesand follow up with the project engineer to elevate the concerns raised and request he meet with any unsatisfied customers.  Helms Engineering shared an update; however, not much activity had been done by the general contractor since the last meeting.  The Board confirmed with Helms that no further payments will be made until all final tasks have been completed.

Clerk Finnesand reviewed the trustee vacancy announcement, petition deadline, and election date for the trustee vacancy that is open for the position that concludes October 31, 2024, presently held by Iver Finnesand.  The first vacancy announcement was published in the Dakota Farmer & Reporter on September 9, 2024, with the second notice published on September 16, 2024.  No petitions have been filed to date.

Trustee Finnesand updated the Board on the customer insurance claim that had previously been denied by PLSD’s insurance company.  The claims administrator is reviewing the claim denial and will inform the Board of their findings prior to the next meeting.  Clerk Finnesand informed the Board the Dakota State University (DSU) completed a follow up cyber security assessment and will present the findings via a Zoom meeting on 10/15/24.  Findings will be reported at the November meeting. 

NEW BUSINESS:  Clerk Finnesand reported that the 2024-2025 snow removal bid notice will run in the Reporter & Farmer for two weeks starting on 10/14/24 with the deadline for bids set for 11/3/2024.  The Board will review the bids during the November meeting. 

ADJOURNMENT:  Meeting ended at 4:30pm. Trustee Finnesand made the motion and Trustee Remily seconded to adjourn. Motion passed.
