ATTENANCE:  Meeting was called to order at 2:00 PM.  Present were Richard Sprenger, Craig Bair and (via teleconference) Mary Finnesand.  Also present were Al Fedje, Maintenance/Treasurer, and Mary Jo Button, Clerk.  Several (3) bidders on the building construction were also present.
MINUTES:  One small pump at the West Side State Park residence went down one week after the ice storm.  Problem was resolved.
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Financial report as of 2/28/17 was presented by Fedje. (telephone), $88.12; Corinsurance (surety bond insurance), $155.00;  Allen Fedje (payroll), $1,686.94 and $1,686.96; Mary Jo Button (payroll), $498.302; Terry Kulesa (payroll), $517.27;  Quick Book Services (bank service charges), $1.75, $5.25 and $10.00;  Sioux Valley Coop Rosyln (maintenance), $33.92, $37.88, $32.88 and $45.88;  Intuit (office expense), $434.00;  HR One Stop (maintenance supplies), $21.18 and $33.86; Web Water (maintenance expense), $35.00;  Rosyln Post Office (office expenses), $147.00;  Amazon (office supplies), $25.54;  IRS (Payroll Liabilities), $1,230.50;  Paul Gollnick (maintenance), $200.00;  SD Public Assurance Alliance ( SDPAA insurance), $3,481.11.
